


The State of Rajasthan is the largest State of the republic of India. It occupies 0.342 sq. km
covering 10.74% of total country's area with more than 15 million working population.

Rajasthan has a predominantly agrarian economy. Agriculture contributes 25 to 40% of State
domestic produce and 70% of the population is engaged in agriculture and allied activities.
State excels in the production of mustard, Rapeseed, Soyabean, Barley, Sorghum, Wheat,
Maize, Cotton, Groundnut, Potato, Tomato and Onion.

It has unique geography. The Aravallis and sandy Thar Desert harbor valuable biodiversity of
plants, microbes and animals, which bear important traits for resistance to biotic and abiotic
stresses. The life sustains under types of stresses and resulting in acquiring and evolution of
biochemical, genetics and physiological mechanisms. Genetic Engineering thus opens new
avenues for the research work and quality improvement in this sector.

Livestock has major contribution in the economics of the State. It has rich animal resources
having 35% of the total animal population of the country. The State has 61.34 lakhs poultry and
total animal population of 491.46 lakhs including 108.53 lakhs cattle, 168.08 lakhs goat,
“contributing 90% revenue of State from animal resources". Thus the State has a vast potential
to initiate industrial activity in biotechnology involving recombinant DNA based products and
Bioinformatics.

Presence of large number of species of medicinal plants and the traditional knowledge acquired
by human inhabitants are our assets. The State of Rajasthan needs tools and technologies of
biotechnology not only for sustainable utilisation of land and biological recourses but also for
better human health, population control and economic development and wealth generation.

Realizing the bright future of the sector, Government of Rajasthan has announced
"Biotechnology Policy " with the aim to build strong infra structure in the field, which will in turn
help in creating avenues and job opportunities for the youth of Rajasthan.




Policy has major objectives of;

Positioning Rajasthan as an attractive destination for
the Biotech Industry.

Create and upgrade Biotechnology infrastructure.

Create a quality infrastructure for research and
commercial activities.

Major identified thrust areas:
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Development of drought & salinity resistant varieties to augment agriculture in arid

areas.
Eco rehabilitation programs to preserve biodiversity.
Biotech application for health care sector.

Multi disciplinary applied courses to create a strong academic base.

Customized Package:
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The project of first fortune 500 companies of the world will be eligible for customized

package.

Common application form for setting up Biotechnology units in the State.
Stamp duty and registration charges shall be waived on transaction of property in

designated Biotechnology parks/ valleys.




Zonal regulation:

Bio - informatics and Biotech units (non-polluting) will be allowed to be set up in
residential & commercial areas.

Bio informatics units would also be allow all incentives/ concessions available to IT
industries.

Land:
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Special land package (for companies with annual turnover more than 100 crore and
investment of 10 crore) - 60% concession in allotment of land upto maximum of 10
acres in designated Biotech zones.

Rajasthan State Industrial Development & Investment Corporation (RIICO) shall
provide land rebate up to 50% (Pioneer units) for setting up a corporate and
registered headquarter (national and multinational companies).

Allotment at industrial rates, up to 20% of the utility are can be used for creating
residential accommodation.

land rebate of 50% for general BT projects.

Land rebate of 50% for advance BT & Bioinformatics institutes, if minimum fixed
investment is over Rs. 5 crores.

Power

These industries will be given priority in sanction and servicing of power.
Exempted from seeking permission from DISCOM for installation of DG sets.

Generation plants installed by the Industry will be eligible for exemption from
electricity duty.

The Biotechnology Industry will get 50% exemption of electricity duty for seven years.

Purchase and Entry Tax
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Taxation on BT products

Purchase tax on capital goods in biotechnology
Parks of RIICO (irrespective of their location)
would be set off against the RST/CST paid in
State,

Entry tax on all the inputs and capital goods
including captive generation set will be
exempted during implementation stage of the
project.

All subsides and incentives given by Investment
Policy 2003 shall be applicable to Biotechnology
industry.
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Simplification of Laws

* Provisions of the shops and establishment act and labour laws simplified at par with
IT industries.

» Biotechnology industries exempted from routine inspection by inspectors.

» A system of self-certification introduced for the biotech industry under various
factories and labour acts for routine checks.

Subsidies & Exemption

» For biotech industries limit of interest, wage/ employment subsidy is proposed to be
enhanced from 50% to 75%.

» In case of investment made in Modernization/ Expansion/ Diversification of the
Biotechnology Industry the amount of subsidy shall be subject to a maximum of
seventy five percent of the amount of Rajasthan Sales Tax.
